Post tribulation—after 1994: Salvation for Elect (Elizabeth hid her-
self five months to escape reproach (Lu 1:24-25)) and unsaved in the
body are cast out; tormented—Judgment (Rev 9:5).

Satan’s Army used of God to destroy the corporate body
(Joe 1:4 / Re 9:3-10) while the Elect flee to Christ.

Jubilee year 1994: No more salvation in the corporate body. God be-
gins to gather His Elect to bring them into New Jerusalem.

Separation of wheat and tares at the end of the church age: The
unsaved is taken in judgment while the Elect, are left.
